
Lettre ouverte Ã  lâ??Institut du Monde Arabe de Paris : La culture est le sel de la
terre et nous ne permettrons pas quâ??elle soit utilisÃ©e pour normaliser
lâ??oppression

Description

Le 6 dÃ©cembre 2021

Nous, soussignÃ©s, intellectuels et artistes du monde arabe, demandons Ã  lâ??Institut du Monde
Arabe de Paris de revenir sur les prises de position de son festival Â« Arabofolies Â» et de son
exposition Â« Juifs dâ??Orient Â» qui donnent des signes explicites de normalisation, cette tentative de
prÃ©senter IsraÃ«l et son rÃ©gime de colonialisme de peuplement et dâ??apartheid comme un Ã?tat
normal. Pour rappel, un rapport de Human Rights Watch publiÃ© en avril dernier condamne IsraÃ«l
quâ??il dÃ©crit comme un Ã?tat dâ??apartheid, ainsi que lâ??avait fait auparavant Bâ??Tselem, la
plus importante organisation de dÃ©fense des droits de lâ??homme israÃ©lienne. [1] [2]

Lâ??Institut du Monde Arabe a montrÃ© les premiers signes de sa politique de normalisation au
dÃ©but de cette annÃ©e, quand le prÃ©sident de lâ??Institut a dÃ©clarÃ© saluer les dits Â« Accords
dâ??Abraham Â». Ces accords conclus par des rÃ©gimes arabes non Ã©lus ou autoritaires dâ??un
cÃ´tÃ© et le rÃ©gime colonial israÃ©lien de lâ??autre ont Ã©tÃ© imposÃ©s par lâ??administration
raciste de lâ??ex-prÃ©sident des Ã?tats-Unis, Donald Trump, au mÃ©pris des droits du peuple
palestinien. [3]

Puis sont venues les dangereuses dÃ©clarations de Denis Charbit, un des membres du comitÃ©
scientifique de lâ??exposition Â« Juifs dâ??Orient Â» qui se tient Ã  lâ??Institut. Il a dÃ©voilÃ© que
lâ??Institut du Monde Arabe coopÃ¨re avec des institutions israÃ©liennes impliquÃ©es dans
lâ??appropriation de la culture arabo-palestinienne et de la culture juive-arabe. Il a dÃ©clarÃ© son
intention sans Ã©quivoque dâ??imposer IsraÃ«l comme un fait accompli et comme une prÃ©sence Â«
normale Â» dans les programmes de lâ??Institut. Charbit sâ??est ainsi rÃ©joui : Â« Cette exposition
est le premier fruit des Â« Accords dâ??Abraham Â» et cela commence par la normalisationâ?¦Le ciel
ne va pas nous tomber sur la tÃªteâ?¦. si nous Ã©tablissons une coopÃ©ration avec IsraÃ«l Â». [4] [5] [

Lâ??Institut du Monde Arabe, qui a jouÃ© un rÃ´le majeur en accueillant la culture arabe et en la
prÃ©sentant au public franÃ§ais, trahirait sa mission intellectuelle en adoptant cette approche
normalisatrice â?? une des pires formes dâ??utilisation coercitive et immorale de lâ??art comme outil
politique pour lÃ©gitimer le colonialisme et lâ??oppression. Il sâ??agit aussi dâ??un manque
dâ??honnÃªtetÃ© intellectuelle et morale, car il amalgame dÃ©libÃ©rÃ©ment les Juifs arabes et les
Juifs d' Â»Orient Â» avec le rÃ©gime colonial et dâ??apartheid israÃ©lien. IsraÃ«l, avec lâ??aide du
mouvement sioniste mondial, sâ??est non seulement rendu coupable du nettoyage ethnique de la
majoritÃ© de la population palestinienne indigÃ¨ne, en colonisant sa terre et en pillant une partie de sa
culture et de son patrimoine arabes. Il sâ??est aussi appropriÃ© la composante juive de la culture
arabe, en la prÃ©sentant comme sioniste, puis israÃ©lienne, avant de lâ??arracher Ã  ses vÃ©ritables
racines pour lâ??employer au service de son projet colonial dans la rÃ©gion. Pourtant la culture des
Juifs arabes fait partie intÃ©grante de la culture arabe et la couper de ses racines est la nÃ©gation
dâ??une partie de la mÃ©moire et de lâ??histoire arabes.

Persister dans cette approche de normalisation ferait perdre Ã  lâ??Institut non seulement les
intellectuels et les artistes dont il accueille la production culturelle crÃ©ative depuis des dÃ©cennies,
mais aussi le public arabe en gÃ©nÃ©ral.

GrÃ¢ce Ã  certains rÃ©gimes arabes autoritaires qui ont soutenu et financÃ© cette dÃ©plorable
tendance Ã  la normalisation dans lâ??Institut, le ciel nâ??est pas tombÃ© sur nos tÃªtes en effet. Mais
la culture est le sel de la terre et nous ne permettrons Ã  personne dâ??utiliser notre apport culturel au
service dâ??un programme de normalisation qui sape la lutte du peuple palestinien pour la justice, la
libertÃ© et lâ??autodÃ©termination, une lutte soutenue par tous les peuples de la rÃ©gion arabe et les
gens de conscience de par le monde. Ce chemin dâ??Ã©mancipation, profondÃ©ment ancrÃ© dans le
sol, est lâ??horizon de la culture.
